ASSIGNMENT:  CREATE AN ARCHITECTURAL CERAMIC SCULPTURE.
CRITERIA: 

· Sculpture must be architectural in nature

· Clay must be thoroughly wedged.

· Sculpture must be hollow!!!!!!!! You may build with pinch pots, coils, slabs or simply begin with a hunk of clay….however; your final piece must be hollow!

· Sculpture must architectural in nature.

· Textures must enhance the architectural nature of the sculpture.

· Sculpture must be made to be viewed from all sides.

· The finish (glazes or paints) on the sculpture must enhance rather than detract from the expression generated by the sculptural forms.
· Craftsmanship must be excellent.

1) Describe your sculpture; do not write about the meaning....simply describe the physical aspects of the sculpture (size, color, texture, etc.)!  5 SENTENCES = 5 POINTS!!

4.  Sculpture must be made to be viewed from all sides.

1 – no attempt to work the piece from all sides.

2 - sculpture worked/modeled on at least two sides.

3 – all sides of sculpture worked/modeled but no relation between the sides.

4 – all sides of the sculpture are worked/modeled but the flow between the sides is 
irregular and uneven.

5 – all sides of the sculpture are worked/modeled and the visual flow between the


 sides is smooth and compels the viewer to look at all sides.

5. Sculpture must have a finish (paint, glaze, underglaze, additional materials, etc.) that is harmonious with the subject matter and enhances rather than detracts from the forms.

1 – little or no attention given to the finish on the sculpture.

2 - finish is uneven and patchy and detracts from the forms of the sculpture.

3 – finish is satisfactory but the overall effect is not harmonious with the forms of the sculpture.

4 – finish is well applied and is harmonious with the subject matter.

5 – finish is applied with great care and attention to details and the finish is completely harmonious with the subject matter and the form of the sculpture.

6. Craftsmanship is excellent.

1 – little attempt to clean up edges, smooth out joins or touch up irregular surfaces.

2 - some attempt to clean up edges, smooth out joins and touch up irregular surfaces

3 – minimal distracting craftsmanship

4 – clean joins, smooth joins and little or no irregular surfaces that distract from the overall coil piece
5 – perfectly clean edges, joins and no irregular surfaces…no distracting craftsmanship issues
